WARNING, WAIVER & INDEMNIFICATION AGREEMENT


Basketball is a reasonably safe sport as long as certain guidelines are followed.  However, it is impossible to ensure the safety of all participants.  It can be very competitive, fast-paced, and aggressive.  Basketball is a sport requiring considerable coordination, agility, and a high level of cardiovascular fitness.  Some elements of risk cannot be eliminated from the activity because they are inherent to the activity.


Numerous injuries can occur to basketball players.  They range in severity from minor injuries such as cuts, scrapes, floor burns, bloody noses, contusions, muscle strains, joint sprains, as well as major injuries such as pulled muscles, severe sprains, broken bones, joint dislocations, cartilage, and ligament damage, eye injuries and concussions.  Catastrophic injuries such as blindness, severe head and neck injuries resulting in paralysis or even death can occur.


Some of the rules, which each participant agrees to follow, are:

· No horseplay on the court or in the locker room.

· No unsupervised play.

· No unsportsmanlike conduct will be allowed.

· All participants must wear basketball shoes.

· All participants are required to follow all National Federation rules.

· Mouth guards are recommended.

        You must agree to follow all these rules.  Further, you agree to report any unsafe practices, conditions, or equipment to the management.


  By signing this form you certify that you possess an acceptable degree of physical fitness and skill required to play basketball. Further, you understand that you should discontinue playing if you feel undo discomfort while playing.


  By signing this form, you are agreeing that you know, understand, and appreciate the risks inherent to basketball.  Further, you agree to accept and assume those risks, and you agree to release, waive, discharge and covenant not to sue Montana State University-Billings, the Billings Hotel & Convention Center, TSC sponsors, the directors, coaches, promoters, volunteers, officials, or anyone associated with the Treasure State Classic.  You agree to be completely responsible for any injury that you suffer while participating, regardless of the cause of the injury.  You further understand that in the event of a medical emergency, tournament managers will call for medical assistance and that you will be responsible for any medical expense.  You also agree to assume full responsibility for any damage you might cause to any equipment or any facility used for this basketball tournament.
